Watershed Connection

Join us at Los Vaqueros Watershed for a day of
exploration and discovery on topics such as
water source geography, biodiversity, watershed
protection, and local Native American culture.

Water Treatment Plant

Collect and examine plankton and
fish, find invertebrates in the bottom mud, run
hydrology tests, and observe Delta ecology.
